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What is SEN?

According to the SEN Code of practice 2014 a child has SEN if they have a learning difficulty or 
disability which calls for special educational provision to be made for them. 

The Code of Practice 2014 identifies four categories of SEN. The categorisation helps a school 
to identify what actions they need to take to support a child with SEN. Individual children 
often have needs that fall into more than one category and their needs may change with time. 
The categories are:
ÅCommunication and Interaction (CI)
ÅCognition and Learning (CL)
ÅSocial, Emotional and Mental Health (SEMH)
ÅSensory and Physical needs (SP)

Children have a learning difficulty or a disability if they: 
a) Have a significantly greater difficulty in learning than the majority of 

others of the same age
b) Have a disability which prevents or hinders them from making use of 

educational facilities of a kind generally provided for others of the 
same age in mainstream schools.
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The SEN Stages

ÅEducation Health and Care Plans (EHCP) - These 
documents, which can be applied for from birth to 
25, give children, young people and their parents 
greater control and choice in decisions in ensuring 
needs are properly met.Stoke Holy Cross Primary 
School will work with Norfolk County Council during 
the implementation of and transition to the new 
system.

ÅSEN (K) - This is the stage for all other students with 
SEN.
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How we identify SEN

At different times in their school career a child may have a special educational need. The route 
ǘƻ ƛŘŜƴǘƛŦȅƛƴƎ ŀ ŎƘƛƭŘΩǎ {9b ƴƻǊƳŀƭƭȅ Ŧƻƭƭƻǿǎ the below pattern:

ÅConcern raised by parent / carer, class or subject teacher, or Director of Learning support.
ÅConversation between school and parents/carers takes place.
ÅDiagnostic assessment takes place, this can involve professionals external to the school, 

such as an Educational Psychologist or Advisory Support Teacher. We may also suggest you 
make an appointment via your GP for a medical referral.

ÅA plan for the childis developed with the child and their parents/carers.
ÅThe plan is put in place and actioned.
ÅThe plan and actions are reviewed regularly.
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How do we identify SEN?

If a child is identified as having SEN we will provide provision

curriculumto help overcome the barrier to their learning.

All children are different and may need additional support for 
many different reasons; they may have been absent from 
school or have attended several schools and not had a 
consistent opportunity to learn, they may be worried about 
things which may distract them from learning and some 
children may have little/no English when they start school.  
We are committed to ensuring that all children have access to 
learning opportunities so they can be the best that they can 
be and for those at risk of not progressing we will intercede. 
This does not mean that all vulnerable children have Special 
Educational Needs. Only those with a learning difficulty that 
requires special educational provision will be identified as 
having SEN.

At Stoke Holy Cross Primary School we aim to enthuse lifelong 
learners, equipped for the future by providing an excellent and 
inspiring education through a welcoming, safe, happy and 
supportive community and environment., enhancing the 
learning of all; both children and adults, regardless of ability, 
race or gender.

ÅAll staff have high standards and strive to create a learning environment which is flexible 

enough to meet the needs of all members of our school community. We monitor 

progress of all children and ŀǎ ŀ ǊŜǎǳƭǘ ƻŦ ǎǘŀŦŦΩǎ ƻƴ-going assessment we ensure that 

learning is taking place.  Our whole school system for monitoring progress includes Pupil 

Progress meetings, work scrutiny, Learning Walks, moderation of work and close 

monitoring of our assessment data/tracking systems.

ÅThe School has an inclusive curriculum for all children. Inclusion is achieved by 

differentiated work, streaming for phonics and additional support for selected groups of 

childrenas well as implementation of other helpful policies such as our Behaviour & 

Reward Policy.
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Our approach to teaching children 
with SEN 

ÅWe intend to support children in achieving their potential 

within the school by empowering children to feel safe and 

secure.Ensuring that ethos, expectations and procedures 

enable outstanding behaviour. Safety is also always a key 

goal for us.We will be proactive in preventing and dealing 

with incidents of bullying, discrimination and dangerous 

behaviour, by developing a climate where all students feel 

secure and cared for.Restorative approaches will be used 

to resolve issues as appropriate. To promote mental and 

emotional health, we will ensure that students have 

access to an appropriate range of support if they feel 

troubled, either within school or through external 

agencies.
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Our SENςD profile for 2017/18

ÅWe currently have 20 children identified as having SEN:
Å50% are identified as having SEN linked to Cognition and Learning (including reading, 

writing, spelling and maths).
Å20% are identified as having SEN linked to Communication and Interaction (including 

speech and language difficulties and problems with social interaction).
Å15% are identified as having SEN linked to Sensory and Physical disabilities (including 

those affecting mobility, sight and hearing).
Å15% are identified as having SEN linked to Social, Emotional and Mental Health 

difficulties (including ADHD and attachment issues).

Å10% of these children have a Statement of Need or EHCP (Education, Health and Care Plan).

ÅThe school receives a budget to support students in the school, this is used for pupils on 
the SEN register at SEN or statement/EHCP level.  This notional amount is £48,000.  If a 
child has a high need we can apply to our Cluster for additional funding but the School has 
to funds the first £6,500 of any costs.

As part of a Cluster of Schools, we have commissioned services from Norfolk County Council 
which, give us access and an allocation of hours to an Educational Psychologist and a Specialist 
Learning Support Teacher. 

Children will get support that is specific to their individual needs. This may be provided by 
their teacher, other staff or staff who visit from outside agencies such as the Benjamin 
Foundation.  Interventions are carefully co-ordinated and delivered throughout the school day 
to minimise the impact on the classroom learning.

This approach will follow a five part cycle:
Å Identify 
ÅAssess ςwe consider all the information from discussions 

with parents or carers, the child, the class teacher and 
assessments.

ÅPlan ςnow we can identify the barriers to learning and 
intended outcomes. We work out what additional support 
will be provided to help overcome those barriers.  
Decisions are recorded on a Learning Support Plan and are 
reviewed at least twice a year with the parents/carers.

ÅDoςthis is providing the support ςextra assistance for 
learning or learning aids as set out in the plan.

ÅReviewςwe measure the impact of support and consider if 
changes need to be made.  All of those involved ςlearner, 
parents/carers, teacher and SENCocontribute to the 
review.  If necessary, a new cycle (Assess, Plan, Do, Review) 
can begin.
